ASIAN TRADE, 5 ECTS

The student becomes familiar with selected important Asian markets and business areas now and in future: China, Japan, South Korea and Taiwan. He/she understands values and business culture in those markets. He/she is able to do business operations and conduct commercial negotiations with Japanese, Korean, Chinese and Taiwanese business partners through understanding some specific features in interacting with these cultures. 

BUSINESS GAME, 3 ECTS
Realgame is a simulation game, which operates in real time and is a computer based learning environment. Realgame training increases the participants’ comprehensive understanding of the systematic nature of business processes. It also develops the participants’ ability to observe organization-wide cause-relationships as well as the ability to make decisions. 

In this course, the emphasis is on logistics. By way of simulation, participants learn e.g. the dynamics of the company’s material flows and the decision making connected with it. Business game also improves participants’ managerial skills as well as skills In decision-making process and team work. 

Typically business game gives the student a wonderful, different learning example, simulation of the “big picture” of the company environment, where many different skills and all previously learnt must be put into the practice. 
FINNISH LANGUAGE, CULTURE AND LOCAL BUSINESS LIFE, 3 ECTS

The student learns the basics of Finnish language to manage in simple situations related to everyday life. 

The student learns the basic dimensions of Finnish culture and how differences in cultural elements influence communication across cultures. 

The students gets a picture of local business life by company visits, case studies etc.
ENVIRONMENTAL CHALLENGES, 3 ECTS

Students get basic knowledge of interaction between the individual person and the environment. In addition they familiarize themselves with the challenges the environment imposes to the companies. 

BASICS OF SWEDISH, 3 ECTS
The student learns the basics of Swedish language to 

manage in simple situations related to everyday life such as greetings
introductions, invitations and small talk.
INTERNATIONAL BUSINESS AND CULTURE, 5 ECTS

The student learns to understand the nature of International Business and Economy. She/he becomes acquainted with key business areas in Europe, the USA and Asia and grasps the diversity of world´s core and peripheral areas. She/he learns to know the main International Trade Institutions and understands their role in world economy. She/he realizes the meaning of different cultures and learns some practical know-how of how to operate in foreign countries.
INTERNATIONAL TRANSPORT AND FORWARDING, 3 ECTS

The student becomes familiar with the international transport markets and systems and is able to control international transport operations. He/she is able to buy international transport services and is familiar with the required documentation and forwarding operations of international transportation.
SUPPLY CHAIN MANAGEMENT, 5 ECTS


The student understands the potentials of data processing in business 

operation with a view of development both to the internal operations of an


enterprise and the demand/supply chain.
ENGLISH FOR LOGISTICS PROFESSIONALS, 5 ECTS
